A. Welcome and Roll Call 
 
Chairperson Emerson and Vice Chair Calvin were absent.  Boardmember Becker served as Chair for the meeting and 
called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

Mr. Groom reviewed the two revised documents noted above and explained that these documents had been submitted 
and reviewed and that the reviewing agencies had recommended revisions that staff has completed.   The Board had 
been provided copies of the revised documents, and additional copies were available at the meeting. 
 
On a motion from Boardmember Ishida, seconded by Boardmember German, the Board voted unanimously to approve 
the revised documents and direct staff to submit them to the appropriate recipient agencies. 
 

E. Review and Approval of Low and Moderate Income Housing Fund and Other Assets Due Diligence Reviews 
 
Mr. Groom reviewed the requirements whereby each Successor Agency must obtain the services of an approved 
accounting firm to conduct certain “due diligence reviews.”   He described the requirements in some detail and noted 
that Pressley & Associates Inc. had been retained to provide the necessary work for the Exeter Successor Agency.   
Copies of the due diligence review had been provided to the Board members ahead of time, and additional copies were 
made available during this meeting.     
 
On a motion from Boardmember Brewer, seconded by Boardmember German, the Board voted unanimously to 
approve the Due Diligence Review as presented and directed staff to submit the document appropriately.
